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In 2007, the Anderson Humane Society took in 1,044 stray and abandoned animals. Only 
142 of them were returned to their owners. That's only 14%!!! Of the remaining animals, 
15% went to other rescue groups, 22% were adopted, and 49% were euthanized . We 
believe that the way to increase our return to owner rate (which will, in turn, decrease the 
euthanasia rate) is to be sure all Anderson County animals have ID tags. We have an 
agreement with a local engraver to give us a discount on all tags purchased through our 
program. They'll only charge $4 per tag, so for every $100 we raise, we can put ID tags 
on 25 animals. Our goal is $4,000 so we can get ID tags on 1000 animals. Please help us 
reach our goal.
