Our felineniite of
course, want nothing better than for us to sereenttBut in either case their main concern is fotouse near
and spend time with them.

Physically and biologically there are many differzes between the dog, the cat, and humans, butahemdso
many similarities. Included in these similaritisshiow they respond to environmental toxins. I'madqeg of a
directly controllable toxin in the form of secondrd smoke.

For those of us who are non-smokers, it's easitgaable which animals belong to households wheopie
smoke. Even after a day or two of hospitalizatitwe, smoke is detectable on their fur. As much esttixic
substance coats the exterior of the pet, it alsdscihe interior and absorbs into the lung tisswkldood
stream. We frequently see the same types of prabiemets as we do in humans relating to the seband
smoke. Included in these are lung disease, calnsardisease, heart disease, kidney disease, asdnioh
many more. The one component that lowers the instahcomplications from this toxin is that our gidife
expectancy is so much shorter than ours. 50 ydamsioke is much more damaging then twelve years. Bu
could we make that life expectancy greater withthatsmoke?

Unfortunately
Bentley just recently passed away from complicatiofithe spread of the cancer.

Unlike our friends and family members, our pets'tdknow that they are slowly being poisoned. Akkth
want is to be with us, yet they can’t ask us natrtmke around them. So I'll ask for them. Pleas#,smok-
ing (for your own health), if you must smoke, pkea® it outside or in a well ventilated area awayrf your
pets.
